Perdido Key, being a barrier island, is directly in the line of fire for tropical storms and hurricanes. Here's what you can do to prepare:
Shelters:
· Escambia County Public Schools: These are the designated evacuation shelters in Escambia County, which includes Perdido Key. https://www.escambiaschools.org/ The specific shelter you would be directed to will depend on your evacuation zone. It's important to sign up for Escambia County's Emergency Management notification system, ESCAMBIAWARN, to receive updates on evacuations and shelter assignments. You can register online at https://myescambia.com/our-services/public-safety/beready or by texting ESCAMBIAWARN to 888777.
· Special Needs Shelters: Escambia County also maintains special needs shelters for those requiring additional medical or mobility assistance. Contact Escambia County Emergency Management at (850) 436-9500 for more information on registering for these shelters.
